31 questionnaires were returned.

Are the children happy in school?
· All parents reported that their child/children were happy in school.

· All the parents thought that the staff were very approachable and dealt with concerns effectively. They felt we gave them reassurance and that we dealt with issues without fuss.
· Many of the responses said that the teachers were very friendly/brilliant/lovely.

Parents felt we looked after the children and we talked to them about their fears.
