	What your child does
	What you can do to help


	Learning
	Here the task is to learn and remember spellings, facts etc
	Help your child by questioning.

	Completing
	This may be a piece of work started in school and needing completion at home
	Look at the work. Talk to your child about it and ask some questions.

	Writing up
	This could be work that is to be written up neatly as a finished version. 
	Look at the work. Ask your child to ell you about it.

	Finding out
	Researching a subject
	Encourage your child to search for information from different sources. Help them if they get stuck but don’t do too much for them.

	Revision
	Going over past work for a test.
	Get your child to explain the work to you. Ask questions.

	Reading ahead
	Reading ahead to find out what is to come.
	Take an interest. Ask them what they have found out.

	Rough Work
	Drafting ideas or information ready for a lesson.
	Discuss the ideas and ask questions.

	Reinforcing
	Checking understanding of learning by doing more examples.
	Ask your child to explain what they are doing.

	Planning
	Planning for stories, investigations etc
	Ask your child to explain their ideas and make suggestions.



	Reading
	Your child should be reading a little every night either from a school book or a library book.
	Listen to the reading if you have time, Talk about the book, the characters, the story, the bits they liked. Visit the library.
