English

In English this half term we will be looking at stories from
familiar settings. Children will explore settings in depth and
focus on advancing their descriptive vocabulary. They will
be given the opportunity to portray characters within
different settings through drama. We will also be working
on different types of poetry and report writing. We will use
this opportunity to link these with our Geography topic of
‘What makes the Earth angry?’ Children will be given
spellings to learn every week and a spelling sheet will be
provided for them to write their spellings on each day. Our
Narrative book this half term is Flood by Alvaro F. Villa.

The children will be working on ‘number’. This will include place value,
ordering numbers and learning their number bonds. Children will also
focus on using and applying addition and subtraction methods, which
will include both mental and written strategies. They will continue to
learn their 3, 4, 5, 6, 8 and 10 times table, and the corresponding division
facts. Children will be tested every Thursday on the times tables they are

working on.
