History

We will begin our Anglo Saxons topic by
exploring how they influenced our lives
today. This will include looking into where
they invaded from and their settlements.
Further to this, we will then explore law and
order for this time comparing. To complete
our topic, we will be looking at Alfred and
why he was so great.

Maths

fractions, decimals and percentages topic. We will
then look at ‘Measure’. We will be learning how to

convert between units of measure for length,
weight and capacity. We will also be exploring and
understanding imperial measures. We will then
move onto measuring and calculating the area and
perimeter of rectilinear shapes. We will also be
solving Anglo-Saxon mathematical problems
involving wergild.
